This year during our Primary Sharing and Singing Times we’ve been learning about faith in the Lord Jesus Christ.  Now we’d like to share some of what we’ve learned with you.

In the Old Testament and the Book of Mormon, prophets foretold that some day the Son of God would be born on earth.  He would save us from our sins and show us the way to return to our Heavenly Father.  In Alma chapter 32 verse 21 it says, “If ye have faith ye hope for things which are not seen, which are true.”  They had faith in the Lord Jesus Christ and so do I.

In Jerusalem there were laws about how old you had to be before you could preach the gospel.  Jesus obeyed the law.  When he was about 30 years old, he was ready.  Jesus knew he should be baptized, so he went to his cousin, John the Baptist, and asked to be baptized in the river Jordan.

Heavenly Father was happy when Jesus was baptized.  He was happy when I got baptized too. Jesus chose 12 apostles to help him teach the gospel.  He gave them the power of the Priesthood, which is the power to act in His name, so they could preach the gospel and help the people.

The apostles had faith in Jesus.  In John chapter 6 verse 69 it says, “And we believe and are sure that thou art that Christ, the Son of the living God.”

When I learn about Jesus, my faith in him grows.    In 2nd Nephi chapter 31 verse 12 it says: “Follow me, and do the things which ye have seen me do.”  I’m trying to follow His example and keep His commandments.

I want to follow Jesus and be like Him.

Jesus loved everyone.  He helped people who were sick or hurt.

He taught us to be good examples and to love our enemies.

He told us to repent of our sins and not judge other people.

He loved little children and blessed them.

Jesus did lots of miracles when he was on earth.  He could calm storms, walk on water, feed thousands of people with just a little food and even raise the dead.  Everything he did showed us how much he loves us.

He taught with beautiful stories like the prodigal son, the lost sheep and the house built on a rock.

I want to live the gospel to show Jesus that I love him.

Jesus suffered for all of our sins died on the cross.  He is our Savior and Redeemer.  In John chapter 3 verse 16 it says: “For God so loved the world that he gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.”

The third day after His death, Jesus was resurrected.  He appeared to His Apostles
 and ate fish and honey to show that He had a resurrected body.  He sent them to teach all the people and He promised to send them the Holy Ghost.

We are given the gift of the Holy Ghost too.  It can teach us and help us choose the right.

After the apostles died, the gospel was taken from the earth.

The Lord needed someone to restore the gospel like he had promised in Isaiah chapter 29 verse 14.  “Therefore, behold, I will proceed to do a marvelous work among this people, even a marvelous work and a wonder.”   He chose a boy named Joseph Smith.

Joseph saw Heavenly Father and Jesus Christ in the sacred grove.  They told him that he would help restore the true church to the earth.

The angel Moroni told Joseph about the sacred record of the Nephites.  It was written on plates of gold and hidden in a hill nearby.  He translated this record to give us the Book of Mormon.

The Book of Mormon has been translated into about 104 different languages.   Missionaries are taking the gospel to people all over the world.  In Mosiah chapter 2 verse 17 it says: “When ye are in the service of your fellow beings ye are only in the service of your God.”  I hope I can be a missionary someday and share the gospel with others.

We can all be missionaries now by being good examples to others.  In Matthew chapter 5 verse 16 it says, “Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.”   When I’m a good example, I’m letting my light shine.

I’m thankful that Jesus came to save us from our sins.  I know that he lives and loves me.
