This person prayed to see and understand the vision his father had received. In answer to his prayer, an angel of the Lord showed him the birth, ministry, and crucifixion of the Savior, Jesus Christ. He said, “I looked and beheld the virgin [Mary] again, bearing a child in her arms.  “And the angel said unto me: Behold the Lamb of God [Jesus Christ], yea, even the Son of the Eternal Father!"  Who am I?





This person is another prophet of the Book of Mormon. He stood boldly upon the wall at Zarahemla. He had been sent by the Lord to call the wicked Nephites to repentance and to foretell the Savior’s birth.
