Follow the Prophet Rhyming Game (Practice for Senior Primary)
-Print the word strips below (they are the last words from each line of the song “Follow the Prophet”) and cut out.  

-Separate a black board into halves.  On one half tape all the word strips in jumbled style.  On the other half, on the far left, write the numbers 1 through 9 (for the verses of the song), and the prophet that goes with each verse, (1 = Adam) from top to bottom.

-Pick children to come up to the black board and pick two rhyming words (for example, “know” and “grow”) to create a couplet from the song.  Then they need to tape their words next to the verse number that they belong to.  Then everyone together should sing that verse.  For example, if a child picks “know” and “grow,” then they need to tape those 2 words next to verse 1 on the other side of the blackboard, and the primary will sing verse 1 together.
