My teacher told us how water is an important part of the creation.  Heavenly Father asked Jesus to separate the water from the dry land (Genesis 1:9-10).  Water comes from many different sources, including lakes, rivers, oceans, rain, and snow.  Did you know that snow and ice are frozen water?  I am grateful to Heavenly Father and Jesus for giving us water.
Did you know that all living things, including people, animals, and plants, need water to live?  If we didn’t have any water to drink our bodies could not live.  Water is also important for cooking, washing and playing.

My teacher told us a story about how Jesus gave Moses and the Israelites water in the desert (Exodus 17: 1-6).  The people were in a hot, dry desert.  There was no water anywhere.  They were so thirsty.  Then Jesus told Moses to smite (that means hit) the rock in a place called Horeb with his staff (that’s a kind of stick used for walking and herding sheep).  So Moses did and just like Jesus had promised water flowed from the rock for the people to drink.

Water is important in the Church.  We heard the story of when John the Baptist baptized Jesus (Mathew 3:13-17).  Jesus was baptized in the River Jordan by immersion (that means that his body went all the way under the water).  I can be baptized too when I am 8 years old.  I will not be baptized in the River Jordan.  I will be baptized in a baptismal font.  I will be baptized by immersion too.   Have I ever seen someone baptized?  We also use water in sacrament meeting.  I am thankful for water so that we can be baptized and partake of the sacrament.
I know Heavenly Father loves me and he had a plan for us before we came to earth.  He loves us so much he planned for us to have water.  I am grateful to Heavenly Father and Jesus for this wonderful gift of water.
