Dear Dad and Mom,

Today we learned that each piece of a puzzle makes up the entire picture, just like my friends in Sunbeams all belong to our class.  To belong to something means to be a part of it.  I also belong to other groups, such as families or neighborhoods. I also belong to Jesus’ church.  My teacher told us that often when we are babies we will receive a name and a blessing.  When babies receive a name and a blessing, their names are put on the records of the Church and they can say, “I belong to The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints.”  If I received a name and a blessing will you tell me about it?

I go to church meetings to learn more about Jesus and what he wants us to do. Today we learned about some of the important things like the priesthood, scriptures and a living prophet that are a part of Jesus’ church.  The priesthood is the power that Heavenly Father and Jesus have. They share this power with righteous men so the men can help do Heavenly Father’s and Jesus’ work on earth.  Men who hold the priesthood can bless and pass the sacrament, baptize, give blessings to people, and do other important things.  Who do I know who holds the priesthood?

My teacher told us that Jesus came to John the Baptist to be baptized in the Jordan River because Jesus knew that John had the priesthood power to baptize people. John knew that Jesus was without sin, and so he thought Jesus did not need baptism. When Jesus explained that even the Savior must be baptized, John went down into the water and baptized Him. When Jesus came out of the water, John saw the Holy Ghost come to the Savior and heard Heavenly Father’s voice bearing witness of His Beloved Son. Being baptized by someone who holds the priesthood is an important part of belonging to Jesus’ church. When I am eight years old, I can be baptized a member of Jesus’ church.
We also learned that the spring of 1820, when Joseph Smith was 14 years old, he went into the woods near his home to ask God which church to join. He used all his strength to ask God for help. Then Joseph saw a pillar of light over his head.  When the light rested upon Joseph, he saw two personages standing in the air above him. Heavenly Father spoke to Joseph, calling him by name, and introduced His Son, Jesus Christ. When Joseph asked which church to join, Jesus told him not to join any, for they were all wrong. Joseph was told many other things before the vision ended.  Because Heavenly Father and Jesus talked with Joseph Smith, we call Joseph Smith a prophet. A prophet is a man who has a special calling to talk with Heavenly Father and Jesus and tell us what they want us to know.  Jesus’ church always has a living prophet to teach us what Heavenly Father and Jesus want us to know and do.  Our prophet today is Thomas S. Monson.
The scriptures contain the teachings of Heavenly Father and Jesus. The scriptures contain many true stories about Jesus, prophets, and other people. The scriptures are an important part of Jesus’ church.  In D&C 115:4 Jesus tells us “For thus shall my church be called in the last days, even The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints.”  This name means that this is Jesus’ church in the time in which we now live. There are many people throughout the world who belong to The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints. There are other churches on the earth today that teach about Jesus and teach people to live good lives, but they don’t have the priesthood, a living prophet, or all of the scriptures.
I know that the gospel is true.  It is so wonderful that I can belong to Jesus’ true church.  I know that the scriptures, that the priesthood, and a living prophet are important parts of Jesus’ church.
