- Listen earnestly for answers to the questions you have.
- Between conference sessions, participate in activities
that will invite the Spirit.

- Follow the prophets by obeying their counsel.

- Re-read your notes. Remember the inspiration you had
while you were listening to conference. Make goals
right away to motivate you to do what you felt inspired
to do.

- Re-read the conference talks in the November Ensign.
Studying the words of the prophets again will help you
remember their most current counsel for you.
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List your questions, concerns and/or goals for this conference.
Listen carefully to the Spirit throughout all the sessions for answers
and comfort.
