Luana’s “Passport to Happiness” Assembling Instructions 
(for Journeys Store)
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Thanks to Luana Barber for sharing her hand out!

I've included the six pages--they're each doubles.  The "Title" page goes back to back with the ID page, the "Image" page backs up "Regulations," and the "Important Information" page backs "Welcome to Holland."  
I made the pages 3"x5" (a little smaller than a real passport) so that I could cut four 6"x5" covers from a 12"x12" sheet of scrapbooking paper (I found a package at WalMart that was more economical than purchasing separate sheets).  

A regular stapler worked fine to staple them together along the crease, and the labels on the front were Avery 6572.  
Some of the pages have color pictures/clip art, but at the last minute I decided (with my husband's help) not to go to the extra expense and just printed it all in black and white.  

(Just FYI, I went somewhat over budget--the cost for each passport came out to about 35 cents.  Anyone who wants to duplicate this should know that.)
