President

· involves counselors and secretaries by delegating specific tasks

Counselors

· offers counsel and advice to the president. This means to come with ideas and prayerfully consider thoughts. She need to hear from you to function properly!

· be loyal, support the president.

· free the president from administrative tasks by taking them on yourselves.
