Prepare 15 half or full-page slips of paper with the letter (A, B, C, etc.) on the front and the scripture reference/instructions on the back. It helps to use a different color of paper for each of these groups: 

1) A through F; 

2) G; 

3) H through K; 

4) L through O

· Hand out the following scripture word puzzles to each teacher and invite them to have their class look up the scripture word and write it on their paper with a large marker; In the meantime, have the pianist play the song 

· Ask for A through F to come up & post their papers on the chalkboard in order; Sing that phrase all together

· Repeat with Phrase G, then Phrases H through K, then Phrases L through O

PLAN B – (If less time is available)
